SCHEDULE C - COMMERCIAL & INDUSTRIAL SERVICE

DETERMINATION OF BILLING DEMAND: The billing demand shall be the maximum
kilowatt demand established by the consumer for any period of fifteen consecutive minutes
during the month for which the bill is rendered, as indicated or recorded by a demand meter
and adjusted for power factor as provided below.

POWER FACTOR ADJUSTMENT: The consumer agrees to maintain unity power factor as
nearly as practicable. Power factor may be measured at any time. Should such measurements
indicate that the power factor at the time of maximum demand is less than 90 percent, the
demand for billing purposes shall be the demand as indicated or recorded by the demand meter
multiplied by 90 percent and divided by the per cent power factor.

MINIMUM MONTHLY CHARGE: The minimum monthly charge under the above rates shall
be the customer charge for single-phase service.

The minimum monthly charge for three-phase service shall be $0.75 per kVA of

installed transformer capacity or the minimum monthly charge stated in the service contract.
Where it is necessary to extend or re-enforce existing distribution facilities, the minimum
monthly charge may be increased to assure adequate compensation for the added facilities.
Where the minimum charge is increased in accordance with the terms of this section,
additional energy shall be included in accordance with the foregoing rate schedule.
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SCHEDULE C - COMMERCIAL & INDUSTRIAL SERVICE

SERVICE AT P R LTAGE;:

If service is furnished at primary distribution voltage, a discount of 10% shall apply to both energy and demand
charges. However, service may be metered at secondary voltage and adjusted to primary metering by adding the
estimated transformer losses to the metered kilowatt hours.

FUEL ADJUSTMENT CLAUSE:

All rates are applicable to the Fuel Adjustment Clause and may be increased or decreased by an amount per
kilowatt hour equal to the fuel adjustment amount per kilowatt hour as billed by the Wholesale Power Supplier
plus an allowance for line losses. The allowance for line losses will not exceed 10% and is based on a twelve-
month moving average of such losses. This Fuel Clause is subject to all other applicable provisions as set out in
807 KAR 5:056.

TERMS OF PAYMENT:

The above rates are net, the gross being five percent (5%) higher. In the event the current monthly bill is not paid
within twelve (12) days from the date the bill was rendered, the prompt payment discount shall be forfeited and
the gross amount shall apply.
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
